2. Connect the computer to the adapter, using a straight-forward Ethernet cable
 which came with the product.
3. Change the IP address of your computer to 10.10.1.1, network mask 255.255.0.0.  
 For more information on how to set the IP address in you system, please see the  
 User Guide which can be found on the enclosed CD.
4. Start your web browser (eg. Internet Explorer) and open the webpage
 http://10.10.1.69.
5.  The authentication pages of the Corinex AV200 Powerline Ethernet Adapter will  
 appear.

In case you will be asked for password, enter “paterna” and press OK.
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 6. The main page of the configuration interface opens.

  Please click on Change configuration to get to the next page.

 7. On the next page, go to the section Network Settings and change the IP 
  Address of the Corinex AV200 Powerline Ethernet Adapter.

 Please make sure, that every adapter in your network has a unique IP address.



 8. After entering the new IP Address, click OK. Please wait until the  
  configuration page reloads.

 9. In the section Hardware Reset, click on Hardware Reset.
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  The adapter will reboot with the new IP Address.
